STOP THE REPRESSION IN OAXACA!

Oaxaca is, at the moment, the expression and the symbol of the discontent of millions with the Mexican government. The struggle in Oaxaca takes place as the Mexican government is passing through a profound crisis of legitimacy, with many believing the recent election was stolen.

The movement in Oaxaca began six months ago with a strike by the teachers union. The strikers gained the solidarity of many organizations in the state which came together to form the Popular Assembly of the Peoples of Oaxaca or APPO.

Since the end of November, the city of Oaxaca has been in a virtual state of siege, with police firing on marchers, carrying out searches of homes and organizations, and scores of activists being arrested, charged with felonies and sent to prisons in other states to await trial.

The movement has now become a struggle to retain the most basic civil and political rights in the face of massive police repression.
